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Introduction

I’ve been collecting journal references to World War I bombing for my own use for the last 25 years and finally decided that this is large enough and perhaps useful enough to share.  My hope has been to include an annotated reference to every article about bombing in all of the best English-language journals on WWI aviation:  Cross & Cockade (US), Cross & Cockade International, Over the Front, and The ’14 – ’18 Journal.  Also included here are occasional references from books and online that I considered interesting or helpful enough to record for my future research.
Because this is in a Word document, it will be easy to search electronically.  I have re-checked the online links (often at the end of each country’s section) and can tell you that they did function in mid-2024.

I hope you’ll find this a useful tool.

Blume, August G., “History of the Serbian Air Force – Part III”, C&C (US), 9/1, Spring 1968, pp.73-84.  Long list of bombing raids back and forth on the Macedonia Front, esp. pp.78-83.  On p. 80 is mention of first bombing raid of many on Sofia, Bulgaria on 17APR1916.
Bock, Dr. Gustav, “Additional Information on the Bombing Raid of the Factory at Oberndorf”,  C&C (US), Vol. 8, No. 1, Spring 1967, pp.68-70.  Information on the German side about bomb damage at Oberndorf, including photos and a map of bomb strikes.  It says that 12 bombers reached there and that 153 bomb strikes were counted (12 duds).  “The new buildings of the Mauser factory suffered partial heavy damage.”  Five were killed, including 1 French and 1 Russian POW.  “Factory work was partially disrupted for two days.”

Bohn, Lorne, “Notable Influences in the Marketing of Early Fixed Wing Aviation”, CCI, Vol.48, No.4, Winter 2017, pp.48.259-48.263.  Includes some information on the 1912 Michelin bombing competition and lots of pictures of prewar Michelin bombing postcards.
de Broglio, Bernard, “Souvenir Sportif: Henri Dumas at the Dardenelles”, The ’14-’18 Journal, The Australian Society of WWI Aero Historians, 2018 – Vol. One, pp.3-13.  Translation of letters by a French bomber pilot in the Dardenelles.  Includes kind acknowledgement for my assistance with French translation of a few lines of text.

de Broglio, Bernard, “A Footnote to a Sideshow: The French Seaplane Squadron at the Dardenelles”, The ’14-’18 Journal, The Australian Society of WWI Aero Historians, 2018 – Vol. Two, pp.98-114.  Includes info on French Nieuport seaplanes, Port Said, Dardanelles, Foudre, as well as details of different types of Nieuport seaplanes that superficially all look the same.

de Broglio, Bernard, “Louis Garsonnnin: Observations of a French Pilot at the Dardanelles”, The ’14-’18 Journal, 2019 Volume One, pp.6-21.  Account of a French pilot in Escadrille MF 98 T, stationed on Tenedos, during the entire time of the Dardanelles – Gallipoli campaigns.  They did recon, artillery spotting, and bombing.  Incredible analysis at the end of why the campaigns failed and how aviation was underutilized and might have made a difference even before the Gallipoli landing.

Bruce, J.M. and Noël, Jean, The Breguet 14, Profile Publications No.157, London, 1967.  Page 7 describes external differences between early and late versions of the Breguet 14B2.  Early versions had bungee-cord-loaded flaps at the trailing edge of the lower wings; they hung down as the airspeed dropped below 70mph.  They made the remaining chord of the wing too small to hold the Michelin bomb racks, so there was a protrusion on the front of the lower wings (early version) to hold the bomb racks.  The protrusion would also be an indication that a Breguet 14 was an early B2 as opposed to an early A2.

Burns, Ian, “Floatplanes Over the Desert: The Adventures of l’escadrille de Port-Saïd, 1914-1916, Part 1”, CCI, Vol.52, No.2, Summer 2021, 52.075-52.105.  Joint French-British aeronaval operation to protect the Suez Canal and Egypt.  Mostly vital reconnaissance work, but page 52.093 has a detailed discussion of dropping bombs from Nieuport floatplanes.  They also used fléchettes.

Cain, Anthony Christopher, "The Forgotten Air Force: French Air Doctrine in the 1930s", Washington and London: Smithsonian Institution Press, 2002.  Study of circumstances that changed the French air force from the world's most powerful at the end of 1918 to the force that was quickly and easily defeated by the Nazis in 1940.  The lessons learned and mis-learned from WWI are a recurring theme in this study.  Reasons for the 1940 defeat include: (1) the influence of the army in air force doctrine, making them a reactive force tied to the expected observation needs of the ground forces (based on the WWI static warfare experience) and, (2) a propensity to stop building specialized aircraft, e.g., producing the 1934 Amiot 143 M bomber-fighter-reconnaissance plane which performed none of these tasks well.  Analysis of Briey Basin Blockade, page 15.
Cayla, Capitaine de Corvette, “Armament des Avions Pendant la Guerre”, L’Aéronautique pendant la Guerre Mondiale, 1919, 149-163 (PDF pages 169-183).  PDF is on my hard drive, c:\Martel.  These pages talk about bombs of all nations.  Mentions the bomb rack “Lance-bombes Almonacid”, p.162/182.

Chapman, Peter, “Target Essen!”, The ’14-’18 Journal, The Australian Society of WWI Aero Historians, 2006, pp. 63-69.  Detailed accounts of two French raids on Essen with 1½ Strutters.  Includes WWI-era color photos of planes.
Chapman, Peter, “World War One Aviation in Colour”, The ’14-’18 Journal, The Australian Society of WWI Aero Historians, 2013, Vol.2, pp.96-109.  Shows numerous original WWI aircraft in color, including French bombers and one airship.

Chapman, Peter, “Appendix – The Loss of H.M.S. D.3”, The ’14-’18 Journal, The Australian Society of WWI Aero Historians, 2016, Vol.2, pp.134-135.  Article on French airship that accidently sank the British sub D.3 on 7 March 1918.  It was the only successful sinking of a sub by a French airship in WWI.

Page 89 – description of German sinking of hospital ship Anglia on 17DEC1915.  (Was this the cause of reprisals by French or British bombers?)  Pages 98 & 104-5 – describes local efforts to protect civilians during air raids.  Pages 118 & 156 – monument at the site of the last German bomb dropped on England.
Grosz, Peter M., Aviatik C.I, Windsock Datafile 63, Albatros Publications Ltd., 1997.  Aviatik was forced to move from Freiburg to Leipzig-Heiterblick because the aircraft manufacturer was threatened by Allied [French] bombers.  Production began in June 1916 in buildings designed and erected specifically for aircraft production.  It had also moved on 1 August 1914 from Mülhausen-Burzweiler because it was so close to the French border.  (page 1)  When used for bombing, the Aviatik C.I had two bomb-launching tubes in the rear (pilot’s) cockpit.  Each held two 10 kg PuW bombs.  (page 23, incl. photo.)
Guttman, Jon, SPA124 Lafayette Escadrille, Osprey Publishing, UK, 2004, p.56.  Describes French conclusions after Oberndorf raid.

Unfortunately many of the rolls relating to target information, bombardment planning and the defence of Paris are missing.

Berg, Lt. Col. Paul, USAF, “Assessing the Effectiveness of American WWI Aerial Bombardment”, Over the Front, League of WWI Aviation Historians, Vol.20, No.3, Fall 2005, pp.250-269.  Wide-ranging (nonstatistical) exploration of the topic.  Makes the insightful observation that nobody ever investigated why bombs that missed always fell short of the target.

Cooke, James J., The U.S. Air Service in the Great War, 1917-1919, Westport, CT: Praeger Publishers, 1996.  Final chapter contains good description of the different schools of thought between the wars regarding aviation based on the WWI experience.  (Pages 219-235.)

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McGee, Peter and Mack, Graham, “RAF Elmswell – Forgotten Sentinel”, CCI 46/4, Winter 2015, pp.46.243-46.248.  What is known regarding the airfield for No. 75 (Home Defence) Squadron, RFC.

The French RDF service sent erroneous location messages to the Zeppelins, causing them to fly over French territory rather than directly home!  Four were lost.

Emails on British gov’t discussions of air raid insurance:

Going through some documents relating to the War Propaganda Bureau (Wellington House) at the UK National Archives this afternoon, in T1/11992, I came across some odd documents (old file no. 32014/1916) at the end of a bundle, relating to 'insurance against personal injury or death by aircraft' from late November 1916. the folder consists of some notes and observations from civil servants on the feasibility of providing cover. One observes that 'There is a strong sentimental reason for assisting such people, although not a very strong case from the point of view of national efficiency' (by which I infer 'it's nice to be nice, but nice costs').

They're not available electronically, I'm afraid, although the National Archives Catalogue has an ordering service which will make digital copies in some instances, I think, for a fee. It would be quite difficult to identify the specific relevant papers at the end of this file, given that most of the large file is the War Propaganda Bureau correspondence with the Treasury. The code T1/11992 would suffice to order the document once you're at the archives, though the remote search function is less than helpful for finding specific file codes (much better for keywords). If you were able to make it to Kew, you'd do well to look at the red folders listing all the files. I suspect the 'zeppelin' things may have followed on alphabetically as a file from WPB, so possibly T1/11993 might continue it (or, alternatively, it might be just a brief file, hence put at the end of another one.

Morison, Frank, War on Great Cities: A Study of the Facts, Faber and Faber, Ltd., London, 1937.  Describes the November 1897 Cripplegate Fire, from which the firestorm principle was known, and his evidence for showing that the Germans hoped to accomplish a firestorm.  (Pp. 28-32)

Morris, Capt. Joseph…  See notes in “German Bombardment” section for air defense information.

Morris, Richard, The Man Who Ran London During the Great War: The Diaries and letters of Lt.Gen. Sir Francis Lloyd, GCVO, KCB, DSO, 1853-1926, Barnsley, UK, Pen & Sword, 2009.  P.112: Lloyd and Field Marshal Lord French, C-in-C of Home Land Forces, saw the possibility of a German invasion of Britain a much bigger threat than the air raids.  Pp.112-3: “Sir Francis Lloyd wrote a letter to the Bishop of London and asked him to issue an order that when an aircraft warning was given, all the churches in London would be opened for the admission of those who wished to take shelter in the crypt…  The Bishop replied, welcoming the suggestion.”  P.113: Lloyd recommended to people at a meeting of Poplar Town Hall that they not be afraid to go down into the Tube stations in an air raid.  Pp.115-6:  “In December 1917, Sir Francis and Lady Lloyd opened their house in Great Cumberland Place for a Yuletide sale in aid of the St. Nicholas Home for Children suffering from raid shock. The charity was connected with the Chailey Heritage Cripple Schools in Sussex.”  P.120 says that the Warrington Crescent bomb was probably aimed at Paddington Station.  P.123:  Says the Union Jack Club in the Waterloo Road was located in an area renowned for prostitution.
Morrow, Jr., John H., “Expectation and Reality: The Great War in the Air” in directory c:\WWI.  Mentions 1912 statements by von Moltke, chief of the General Staff, of “first strike” capabilities of Zeppelins.  Later on, mentions statements by Secretary of State for Air William Weir, who wanted to start a “really big fire” in a German town, assuming that such attacks would undermine German morale.

Observers paid particular attention to electric arcing from trams and electric trains and to lights reflected off the pavement from shaded streetlights.  They concluded from the latter that airships could easily see the grid of streets and would even know their location if they had good maps or knew the streets well.  [My interpretation: essentially there was no way to hide London.]  The balloon observers reported that the arcing was so random and scattered that it would be of no use to airships even in determining where rail tracks were.  The ground observers reported that test speed restrictions for the trains and trams (apparently 6 mph) did a good job of reducing the arcing but that often train operators were not notified of the restrictions and sometimes didn’t turn off the within-car lights when above ground.
